1. Approval of the Agenda
The Agenda was approved
2. First reactions from IG meeting (10-16)
There were positive reactions on the IG meeting earlier. The governance approach presented by TSOs and PXs seems more pragmatic and also less dependent on the specificities in the Governance Guideline.
There was not a lot of clarity on the cost sharing options. It was agreed to rewrite the questions to TSOs/PXs (DERA), according to what was presented/discussed. 

3. Coordination on PCR algorithm approval ​

Jeppe presented the note for a common approval process. In essence a smaller group of NRA experts should deal with the topic and details of the process.
After the meeting the note and suggested process should be coordinated with ACER.

It was noted that the optimization the algorithm and its side constraints are not straightforward and should be examined in detail.
4. Reaction to letter from Lord Mogg to DERA/BNetzA
The letter from Lord Mogg was discussed together with a possible response. It was underlined that NWE regulators have a limited role/responsibility in the process.
DERA and BNetzA will circulate a draft response to all NWE regulators after the meeting

5. Report on Nodal Pricing project in Poland and consistency with Market Coupling
Rafal Garwin presented about the Nodal Pricing project in Poland.

The position of URE is not completely defined yet. A key requirement for the NRA is the consistency with the target model. The Polish Ministry is in charge of the process.

Asked about the timeline, Rafal described that the initial goal was 2014. 

With regards to the compatibility with the pricecoupling in NWE (and the rest of Europe), the algorithm has to be able to solve both optimizations simultaneously. This has to be ensured in the further process. Therefore it is crucial to engage with the Polish TSO / PX in the respective projects (NWE / PCR).

6. Next meetings  (CRCC and IG)
The CRCC agreed that quarterly meetings seem appropriate. They could be held app. a month before the IG meetings and shortly after (follow up).
